I don’t know what New Testament story is most portrayed in art...in paintings, Deacon Martin Rachid
mosaics, sculptures...It’s probably a toss-up between the Nativity (Jesus’ birth) and Subdeacon Earl Matte
the Crucifixion (His death).

But I think that coming in at number three must be the story of the Annunciation to
Mary that she would be the Mother of God. Mary’s conversation with the angel is so
beautiful... and mirrors almost exactly a good prayer that you or I might experience:

God always begins the encounter with some kind of inspiration and we are drawn to
Him (“Hail...the Lord is with thee,” says the angel). Of course, we don’t feel worthy
of this special prayer and we may even try to reject it. (“Don’t be afraid, for you have
found favor with God.”). We try to understand what God wants from us and we
question God (“How can this be?” Mary asks). But God reminds us of what He’s
already done for us (Elizabeth bears a son in her old age).

Now...in our prayer and in Mary’s story...to choose to say “yes” to God means new
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grace, new life coming into the world. (“Be it done to me according to Thy word”).

Very nice prayer. Very nice story.

Oh, but wait! I’ve left out an important part. The last line, according to St. Luke’s Our Lady of Lebanon
Gospel, reads like this: Office Hours
“Then the Angel LEFT her”. Monday thru Friday

The administrative duties did not suit his retiring and ascetic

bent: he requested to abdicate after only five months, and

went south to the wilderness of Mount Matout, a refuge for

religious hermits. There he lived in solitude for many years,

eating only three loaves a week with some vegetables,

uncooked, a detail that never failed to astonish his

biographers. Eventually blindness and old age forced him to

retire to the monastery of Shabar, where he died and was

buried. At the time of his death he was nearly blind, a fact that Thankfully we were blessed with plenty of sunshine and a
some attribute to his devotion to study. good time was enjoyed by all who attended.

Isaac is remembered for his spiritual homilies on the inner
life. Isaac stands in the tradition of the eastern mystical saints
and placed a considerable emphasis on the work of the Holy
